A Little History Lesson:

The Majestic is as old as the George Washington Masonic Memorial and as new as the
21st century. The original Majestic Café was founded by John Gadonas in 1932 at 622
King Street . He opened the second incarnation of the Majestic Café, where we are
now; 911 King street in 1949. Mr. John, as he was called, altered the building to enlarge
the space, added an Art Deco fagade, and outfitted the New Majestic Café with the
latest restaurant equipment and furnishings.

The Gadonas family closed the restaurant in 1978, but kept the building, hoping to
reopen someday. That hope became a reality when a group of local investors
refurbished and reopened the Majestic Cafe in 2001. For 6 years The Majestic Café
served Old Town Alexandria contemporary American food with a Southern influence.

In 2007, the team behind Restaurant Eve take over the landmark building and introduce
the new Majestic.
